APPROVAL OF A ONE YEAR EXTENSION - A request by CAR 3 Investments LLC for approval of 
an additional one year extension of time to record the Ranch at Whispering Springs, Filing No. 1 final 
plat. Schedule No. (53291-00-003 and 53204-00-008) (SF-07-006). 
 
BACKGROUND (including information on budgeted matters): 
The Ranch at Whispering Springs final plat was approved by the Board of County Commissioners on 
November 8, 2007.  In June of 2008 a Letter Agreement was approved by the Board of County 
Commmissioners (Resolution 08-263) which granted the applicatant's request to postpone development 
of the subdivision, approved a 12 month extension for recording the final plat, and released Chereokee 
Metropolitan District from its commitment to povide water to the Ranch at Whispering Springs, Filing 
No. 1.  The approved one year extension expires November 8, 2009. - The applicant, CAR 3 
Investments, LLC, requests an additional one year extension of time to record the plat with such time 
being for the one year period ending November 8, 2010.  All other details, conditions and requirements 
of the previously approved Letter Agreement remain in force and effect unless otherwise modified by the 
Board of County Commissioners.   Approval of this request simply provides an additional one year 
period of time for the applicant to record the final plat.  This additional extension of time is mentioned as 
an option in the Extension and Suspension section of the Letter Agreement.
